    Have you ever felt hopeless, like Job? Yet Job contin-
ued turning to God, even when he felt he would not see 
happiness again. Jesus spent himself healing and teach-
ing people in todayôs Gospel. Yet he turned to God, too. 
He took time to pray, and felt free not to feel forced into 
service when he heard, ñEveryone is looking for you.ò 
Prayer strengthened him to move on and continue his 
mission to preach and manifest Godôs presence in his 
works. 
    Job and Jesus found freedom in their relationship with 
God. Job did not give up on God, even though God 
seemed absent. Jesus remained faithful to his mission, 
even when people wanted him to remain with them.

Breathe deeply and be centered in the 
One who is the source of our freedom, who gives us 
hope, and empowers us to respond to every situation we 
meet in our lives.
